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Summarizer/ “Keep Things Moving” Captain


This student is responsible for compiling a thoughtful summary of the reading assignment.  A proper summary includes a restatement of the plot, any character happenings and other important events that is relevant.  The summary should be about one paragraph in length. This student makes sure that all jobs are shared during each session.


	





Literary Luminary


This student is responsible for choosing parts of the story that he/she wants to read out loud to the group. The idea is to help students remember some interesting, powerful, puzzling, or important sections of the text being read. The Literary Luminary must decide which passages or paragraphs are worth reading aloud, and read them in the meeting.








Artful Adventurer/Rubric Scorer


This student is responsible for sharing an artistic representation of the material read. Avenues for expression may include: artwork in any medium, music, poetry, collage, music, mobile or anything else which represents an aspect of the material read. Student is responsible for filling in group rubric as well.








Character Captain/Time Keeper


This student is responsible for revealing specific personality traits of the character(s) within the novel. This means he/she will find examples in the assigned reading of behaviors/actions that help group members to know the character(s). Student is responsible of keeping track of time/alerting the group.








Question Facilitator/Conversation Leader


This student is responsible for writing down at least 4 thought-provoking thick questions for group discussion based on that day’s reading assignment. It is also this student's job to direct the group discussion, remind students to use conversation cues, phrases, voice volume,  ping pong, eye contact etc.








Vocabulary Enricher


This student is responsible for finding important vocabulary words from the reading assignment. Vocabulary selected should focus on words that are unfamiliar, interesting, important, funny, puzzling, descriptive, vivid or those used in an unusual way.  For each word, write a definition, sentence, antonym, synonym & visualization.
